Directions & Description: One-half mile southeast
of Crittenden; from I-75 take Crittenden exit, follow
US 25 south to left turn across railroad tracks to area.
Level to rolling terrain with some steep hills, fields,
woods. Nature trail through old hardwoods, one of
state’s oldest forest stands.
