Mainly hilly and steep, with 

some gently sloping upland areas and fairly flat creek 

bottoms. Mostly forested, primarily in hardwoods, 

with openings in most bottoms and upland flats. 

Hiking on 20-miles marked trail. Hunting, fishing, 

boating, birding on lake. Horseback trails, 

campground with water and electrical hookup at 

adjacent Grayson Lake State Park, Managed by 

Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife
