Please review the regulations and be familiar with common nuisance wildlife problems and
solutions.

In addition to the examination, NWCOs who use a gun for nuisance control purposes
must provide proof of completion of the Kentucky Hunter Education Program or a course offered
by another jurisdiction that meets the course standards set by the International Hunter
Education Association. Call 800-858-1549 or check http://fw.ky.gov/ to find out when and where
Kentucky Hunter Education classes are available in your area. You must provide a copy of your
orange hunter safety certification card, which you can return with your NWCO application or
mail to the address below:

RELATES TO: KRS 150.105, 150.183, 160.275, 1560.410

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: KRS 150.025(1), 150.105, 150.275

NECESSITY, FUNCTION AND CONFORMITY: KRS 150,275 authorizes the depariment to issue permits lo qualified persons to take and transport wildlife al
iny time for commercial nuisance wildlife control, and KRS 150.105 authorizes the commissioner to permit wildlife causing damage to be destroyed or controlled
i any means he deems necessary. This administralive regulation establishes the requirements for Commercial Nuisance Wildife Contrel permits, and the
:onditions under which the permits shall be used.

Section 1. Definitions. (1) "Commercial purposes” means taking nuisance wildlife in exchange for payment, barter or trade.

(2) "Federally-protected wiidlife" means any wildiife species listed by the U.S. Fish and Wiidlife Service as threatened or endangered, and any birds protected
inder the Migratory Bird Treaty Act and the Bald Eagle Protection Act.

(3) "Nuisance wildlife" means verlebrate wildlife that causes or may cause damage or threat to agriculture, human health or safety, property or natural
CSOUrces. )

(4) "Nuisance Wildiife Control Operator” means the hotder of a valid permit, lssued by the department, authorizing the taking of nuisance wildlife for commercial
UTPOSES.

{(5) "NWCQC" means a Nuisance Wiidlife Control Operalor.

{6} "Permit" means the Nuisance Wildlife Contral Operator's permit issued pursuant to this administrative regulation.

{7) "Rural area" means an area of the state not inctuded within the boundaries of an incorporated or unincorporated city, village or borotigh having a population
n excess of 1,500 inhabitants.

Section 2. NWCO Permit. (1) A person shail apply for a Nuisance Wildlife Control Operator permit on a form provided by the depariment.

(2) The department shall not grant & permit to a person:

(a) Less than eighteen (18) years old;

{b) Who has been convicled of a violation of KRS Chapter 150 or the administrative regulations promulgated under its authority within cne (1) year of the date
of appiication; or

{c) Who fails to achieve a score of seventy (70} percent ar belter on an exarsination administered by the department.

{3} Nothing in this subsection shali prohibit persons under eighteen (18) years old from assisting a NWCQ,

(4} A person may appeal the denfal of a permit for a viclation of KRS Chapter 150 or the adiministrative regulations adopted under its authority by following the
arocedures established in Section 7 of this administrative regulation.

(5) A NWCO shalt have his or her permit in his or her possession at afi times when taking or transporting wildlife.

{6) The permit shall be valid from March 1 through the last day of February.

Section 3, Reporting Requirements.(1) An operater shal: file an annuat activity report with the department between March 1 and March 30 of each year.
(2) The annual activity report shall be filed:
{a) On a form:
1. Provided by the department, or
2. Photocopied from the department form.
{b) The form shali contain the following infarmation regarding the activity for the period from March 1 of the previous year through the last day of February of
the current year,
(3) The department shalt not renew the permit of an operalor whe does not:
{a) Submit the annual activity report as required by this section; or
{b) Does not provide the information required by the annual activity report form.
{4) Report documents shall be made avaifable to KDFWR Wildlife and Boating Officers or Division of Wildiife staif upon request and reasonable notice.

Section 4. Restrictions on Taking Wiidlife. (1) A NWCO shall not:

{a) Take federaily-protected wildlife unless he has a valid permit issued by the U. 5. Fish and Witdlife Service;

(b) Take the following species unless authorized by the commissioner:

1. Copperbelly water snake (Nerodia erythrogaster neglecta;

2. White-tail deer (Cdocoiteus virginianus);

3. Bk [Cervus canadensis);

4. Black bear (Ursus americanus); or

5. Wild turkey {Meleagris gallopavo); or

(c) Use lethal capture methods to take bats.

{2) A NWCO may take other nuisance wildiife year round using lethal or neniethal capture methods, provided he has wrilten or oral authorization from the
person requesting control.

Section 5. Methods of taking nuisance wildlife. {1} A NWCQ using traps shall adhere to the provisions of:

(a) KRS 150.410; and

(h) SaRANPRIGMNE of 301 KAR 2:251. Seetion 8%

(2) A NWCO using a gun shall provide proof of completion of the Kentucky Hunter Education Program or a course offered by ancther jurisdiction that meets the
course standards set by the International Hunler Education Association.

Section 6. Disposal of captured animals, {1} Unless the permit specifies that certain species shall be etthanized, an operator may euthanize or release
captured witdiife.
{2) Methods of euthanizing wildlife shall include:
{a) Captive bolt, gunshot, drowning (only for animals trapped in water sels), cervical dislocation and thoracic compression (for small mammals and birds), and
mechanical stunning (stunning shall be foliowed immediaiely by a method that ensures dealh)
(b} Inhalants, including hatothane, isoflurane, carben monoxide, and carbon dioxide;
(¢} Noninhalants including Secobarbitalidibucaine; and
{d) Commercially-available agents for striped skunks, in accordance wilh manufacturer's specifications.
(3) The department may, upon issuing a pesmit, specify that certain species shall be euthanized.
{a) The recuirement that a species be euthanized may apply statewide or to certain geographical regions.
(b} If the requirement that a species be euthanized is made to apply:
1. Statewide, all permits issued in that permil year shall contain the same specification; or
2. To a limited geographical area, all permils issued in that area shall contain the same specificalion.
4) A NWCQ shall:
a) Euthanize wildlife that shows obvious symptoms.of disease or injury.
i) Transport wildlife for release in a safe manner that minimizes stress to the animat.
c) Not release wildiife:
1. Except in a rural habitat suitable for the particular species; and
2. Without the writien permission of:

a. The private landowner of al least 100 conliguous acres;

b. The private landowners of contiguous preperties totaling at ieast 100 acres; or

¢. The agency responsible for management of public land totaling at least 300 acres; or

(d) Dispose of all wildlife carcasses by:

1. Complete incineration of the entire carcass and all of its parts and products;

2. Disposition of the carcass in a contained fandfill approved pursuant to KRS Chapter 224,

3. Burying the carcass and all its parts and producls in the earth at a point which is never covered with the overflow of ponds or streams and which is not less
van 100 feet distant from any watercourse, sinkhole, well, spring, public highway, residence, or stable. The carcass shall be placed in an opening in the earth at
rastone {1) foot deep and covered with one (1) foot of earth.

4, Removal of the carcass by a duly-licensed rendering establishment; or

5. Any other proven method of disposal with the prior approval of the department.

(e) Not hold wildlife for more than forty-eight (48) hours except as otherwise provided by administrative regufations promulgated by the depariment..

(5) A permitted NWCQO wishing 1o seil the pelts of furbearers taken during the statewide furbearer hunting and trapping season shall also possess a valid
-apping license or hunting license.

Section 7. Permit revocation, appeat process. (1} The department may revoke without refund the permit of a nuisance wildlife control operator who:

{a} Is convicted of a violation of a federal fish and wildiife law, a Kentucky fish and wildlife law, including KRS Chapter 150 or Title 301 KAR, or another state’s
ish and wildlife law; or

{b) Knowingly provides false information on:

1. The application for a permit, or

2. The Annual Activity Report.

(2) An individuat whose permit has been revoked shall be inefigible to apply for ancther Nuisance Witdlife Corirol Operalor Permit or be an assistant on
mother Nuisance Wildiife Control Operator Permit for a period of three {3) years.

(3) An individual whose permit has been denied or revoked may request an administrative hearing pursuant to KRS Chapter 13B.

150.400 Traps - Approval -- Prohibition -- New design.

{1} No person shall sel, use or maintain, {or the purpose of taking wildlife, any steel trap
unless the size and type of the trap has been approved by the commissioner and the
commissicn by regulation.

(2)  The commissioner may approve, by regulation, any commercially manufactured trap
which is designed to take wildlife alive and unhurt or to kill instantly.

(3)  Subject to the provisions of KRS 150410 it shall be lawful to use snares, deadfails,
wire cage or box traps, but no person shall sel, use or maintain a snare large enough
to take deer, elk or bear.

(4)  Any manufacturer designing a new trap may send a sample o the commissioner for
approval or disapproval.

150.410 Tagging of traps -- Visiting trap line -- Protection of domestic animals.

(1) No person shall set, use, or maintain a trap for the purpose of taking wildlife unless
there is attached thereto a metal tag giving either the name and address of, or the
wildlife identification number as prescribed in administrative regulation that
corresponds o, the person setting, using, or maintaining the trap.

(2} ILach person who sels a trap for the purpose of taking wildlife shall visit the same at
least once every twenty-four (24) hours and remove any wildlife found therein.

(3} No person shall set a trap in such manner as unreasonably to endanger the life or
safety of any domestic animal.

Any trap set, used, or maintained in violation of the provisions of KRS 150.400_ or
150.410 shall be subject to confiscation as confraband under the provisions of KRS

without any order of court so declaring.

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301 KAR 2:251. Hunting and trapping seasons and timits for furbearers.

RELATES TO: KRS 150.170, 150.180, 150.340, 150.360, 150.370, 150.389, 150.400, 150.410, 150,950

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: KRS 150.025, 150,120(4)

NECESSITY, FUNCTION, AND CONFORMITY: KRS 150.025 authorizes the department to establish hunting seasons and to regulate bag and possession
limits, the methods of taking and the devices used 1o take wildife. This administrative regulation is necessary to ensure the permanent and continued supply of
furbearer species by protecting them from overharvest. EQ 2008-516, effectiva June 16, 2008, reorganizes and renames the Commerce Cahinet as the Tourism,
Arts and Heritage Cabinet,

Sectior: 1. Definitions. (1) "Body-gripping trap" means a commercially manufactured spring-loaded trap designed to kill the animal upon capture.
{2) "Dry land set" means a trap not set to drown an anirmal upon capture.

{3} "Foothold trap" means a commerciaily manufactured spring-loaded trap with smooth, metallic jaws that cloge upon an animal's foot.

(4) "Furbearers” mean mink, muskrat, beaver, raccoon, opossum, gray fox, red fox, weasels, river otter, bobeat, coyote and striped skunk.

(5) "Hunter" means a person hunting furbearers with gun, gun and dog, bow and arrow, dog, or by falconry.

(6} "Modern gun deer seascn” means the season established by 301 KAR 2:172.

{7} "Snare” means a wire, cable, or string with a knot, loop, or & single piece closing device which is not power or spring assisted.

{8) "Water set" means a trap set to drown an animal upon caplure.

Section 2. Hunting and Trapping Seasens. Except as specified in 301 KAR 2:049 or 301 KAR 2:125, a person shall not take the following wildlife except during
the dates specified in this saction:
(1) Raccoon and opossum:
(@) Hunting - November 1 through the last day of February. During the modern gun deer season, a raccoon or opossum hunter shall nol;
t. Take raccoons or opossums during daylight hours; or
2. Carry a gun except a.22 caliber rimfire gun, except as provided by KRS 237.110.
{b} Trapping - noon the third day of the modern gun deer season through the last day of February.
{2} Coyote:
{a) Hunting: year round.
{b} Trapping: noon the third day of modern gun deer season through the fast day of February.
{3) Bohcat:
() Hunting: noon the third Saturday in November through January 31.
(b) Trapping: noon the third day of the modern gun deer season through the last day of February.
(4) All other furbearers: noon the third day of the modern gun deer season through the last day of February.
(5) Furbearers taken by falconry; September 1 through March 30,
(6) There shall not be a closed season on:
{a) Chasing red and gray foxes during daylight hours for sport and not to kill; and
{b} Chasing raccoons or opossums for sport and net 1o kill.
{7} Free youth week. For seven (7) consecutive days beginning on the Saturday after Christmas, a youth may hunt or trap furbearers without a hunting or

trapping license, Statewide requirements and bag limits apply.

Section 3, Bag Limits. (1) There shall not be a bag fimit on furbearers excepl bobcats, river otters, and those taken by falconry.

{2) A person shalf not take more than five (5) bobcats per season; only three {3} bobeals may be taken with a gun.

(8) A person shall not take more than six {6) river oiters per season.

(4} A falcorer hunting within the faiconry season but outside the dates specified in Section 2(1) through {4} of this administrative regulation shaill not take mere

than two (2) of any furbearer.

Section 4. Legal Hours of Take. A person shall not take furbearers by hunting except during the times specified in this section.
{1) Furbearars: daylight hours only, except raccoon and opossum.

(2} Raccoon and opossunt day or night, except that a person shali not take raccoons or opossums during daylight hours during the modern gun deer season,
